There were 2 interments of cremains in2021.  Five cremation plots sold.  Treasurers report attached.

2021 saw the completion of both gates into the cemetery.  Norm Kasting designed, donated and built the gate at the St. Margaret’s Lane entrance.  A plaque was placed on the gate acknowledging Norms contribution.  At the Capernwray side Ron and Eleanor Vandergaag designed and constructed the gate, donated by Charles Fordham. Split rail fencing was continued on the South east border with Capernwray.

Annual clean up happened around the summer solstice in June.  Members in the community who have relatives and friends in the cemetery were invited to come and clean up the grave sites.  There was a good turnout.
