Minutes of the previous executive meeting, May 14, 2009, were read and adopted.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES:

The executive approved the appointment of Chris Pegg to the Thetis Island Port Commission.

Barbara Williamson said a card for Eleanor and Dennis Culver, to acknowledge their long term generous contribution to Thetis community life, would be circulated for signing by TIRRA members on June 25, 2009. The committee thanked Liz Legallais for her generous donation of the card.  
Ernie Hunter said a report on the removal of debris adjacent to the community trail near Mission Rd. would be made to the June 25, 2009 general meeting.

The committee discussed at length the issue of island governance and decided to continue the discussion with the general membership at the June 25, 2009 general meeting.

The committee thanked Donna Stadt for providing delicious homemade treats for TIRRA meetings over the years. The committee said the provision of food and refreshments for future meetings will be discussed at the June 25, 2009 general meeting.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Treasurer’s Report

John Stadt presented the treasurer’s report prepared by Kevin Galbraith. To date this year TIRRA has 245 full time and 195 part time members, for a total of 439, compared to the final membership tally of 474 last year. To date, 217 households have paid their fee to the garbage fund, compared to a final number of 228 last year.
Balance in the general fund (non-garbage) is $11,305.75.  Revenues so far this year for garbage fund are $19,793. Expenditures, however, exceed income by $3,960.61, for the most part due to expenditures of $15,740.87 for development of the garbage site.

The committee discussed the financing of its garbage service and requested Ernie Hunter, Barbara Williamson and Kathleen McIssac to contact waste contractor Ron Bannister to clarify ‘garbage’ expenditures in order to report to the June 25, 2009 general meeting of TIRRA.
Transportation Report
Graeme Shelford reported that he attended what was to be a Ferries Advisory Committee meeting recently in Chemainus. Although it was cancelled for lack of a quorum, Graeme gleaned considerable information from BC Ferries officials about the status of the Thetis ferry service. He said Ferries will provide extra crew members, if they are available, in order to increase passenger capacity if Ferries is given sufficient notice of  a large number of passengers coming or going from Thetis. He also noted that Doug Snider and Ian Ralston are no longer FAC representatives, but Chris Pegg will continue as a representative. Graeme reported that Chris plans to hold an open meeting about ferries and at that time will ask for candidates to volunteer to be FAC representatives for Thetis.
